
Douglas Maple - Acer glabrum
Maple leaves add to the soil and cycle nutrients, improving habitat quality. Many uses exist for 
this tree: green wood is used for rattles, bows, masks and snowshoe frames; bark can be made 
into twine and rope and the sap tapped for sugar.
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
