
White Spruce - Picea glauca
250-400 years is the lifespan of this tree which provides habitat and food for many birds and 
other species.  The reddish swelling you may see on the branches is full of insects and does not 
hurt the tree.  People make baskets, canoes, rope and beds from the branches and bark while 
using the thick, sticky pitch as chewing gum and glue.
