bid amount, and a short biography about you, including a headshot photograph of 
yourself.

5. In person art submissions will not be accepted as a precautionary measure due to the 
ongoing Covid-19 Pandemic. 

6. Selected artists will be contacted and provided further instructions. Artists of 
submissions that are not selected will be contacted via email. 

7. Selected submissions will be dropped off at Centre 64 at a select date and time (TBA) a 
minimum of 72 hours prior to the opening of the gallery in the first week of October. 
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
